Canal Protection in Florida

The South Florida Water Management District (SFWMD) recently
completed a demonstration/repair project on C-18 Canal near
PGA Boulevard in Palm Beach Gardens, Florida. The canal
suffers from scouring, primarily from boat waves.

Jose Guardiario, P.E., Lead Engineer for the SFWMD, was
immediately interested in ScourStop when it was presented to
him. Below is a photo that shows the wave erosion  on the canal
slope prior to the installation of ScourStop and another of the
finished project .
